Usage and Process

Before using the product for the first time, please make sure that the battery is fully
charged, and thoroughly clean the parts in contact with the food. This product is equipped
with double safety protection. Only after the cup body is rotated and fixed in place, click

the "Switch" to start the work
1. Wash the fruit, peel and core, and cut into small cubes of about 1IcmX1cmX1cm
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2. Please put the cut fruit into the cup body, add water or milk
and other liquids, the total amount of ingredients and liquid should not exceed the
maximum scale of the cup body (about 280mL), the best proportion is 40% of the fruit,
add water or milk to the maximum scale 80%

3. Turn the host clockwise until the indicator on the cup body is on. The white indicator
indicates that the host is tightened
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4.Long press the e = "switch" key for 2 seconds to
start, and then slowly invert the host, while working, you can shake the product at a 45
degree Angle, and the stirring effect is better. (The machine must be turned upside down
to complete the juice mixing work)

Note: this product is set to work for a single time of 40 seconds.

5. After the work is finished, the product needs to be righted, unscrew the host and
drink.

B 6. When the battery is low, the red light flashes when working to
7~ charge, if you press the switch, the red light will blink 5 times, when
charging, the red light is on, when the white light is on, it means that the
host is fully charged.
Note: This product cannot be started while being charged.
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Cleaning and maintenance

1.Please make sure that the blades are stopped before cleaning.

2.Do not use steel wire balls, abrasive cleaners or corrosive liquids (such as gasoline,
acetone) to clean this product.

3.The host can be wiped with a damp cloth that has been wrung out: do not rinse, soak
or spray in water or other liquids to avoid damage to the device or product leakage.
4.Please rinse the inside of the cup and the parts in contact with food with clean water,
and wipe or dry in time. Please be careful to avoid cuts (protective gloves can be worn).
5.When storing, please ensure that the product is clean, dry, and placed in a dry,
ventilated, and avoid direct sunlight.

6.Quick cleaning: Add appropriate amount of water to the mixing cup and install it on
the host. click the "Switch" and work for 5 to 10 seconds.

It is strictly forbidden to open the
product shell privately to avoid possible damage to the battery or other dangers.

4.1t is strictly forbidden to disassemble, squeeze, puncture, short-circuit this product or
put it in water, fire or place in an environment with a temperature higher than 60°C.

Note: Pay attention to the risks that may cause personal injury or property
damage.

1.During the working process of the product, it is strictly forbidden to open the cup
body to avoid interrupting normal work.

2.This product is suitable for household use, please do not use it for other purposes.
3.When the product is working, it is strictly forbidden to touch movable parts such as
blades and motors to avoid injury or damage to the product.

4.Mixing working time . Please operate strictly in accordance with the rated working
time. Each time the mixing working time is set to 40 seconds. After 3 continuous
working cycles, the machine must be stopped for 10 minutes to wait for the motor to
cool down before working.

6.When mixing ingredients that are prone to foaming such as bananas, it may cause the
product to block.

7.1t is strictly prohibited to disassemble or modify this product by yourself.

8.Please clean the product in time after use, and clean the parts which keep in touch
with food through clean water. Please be careful when emptying the cup and cleaning
the parts, pay attention to the sharp blade to avoid cuts (wear protective gloves).
9.This product not allowed to be used by people who have physical, sensory or mental
abilities defects or lack of experience and knowledge (including children), unless
someone responsible for their safety supervises or instructs them related to the use of
the appliance. Children should be taken care of and ensure that they do not play with
this product.

10.Do not place this product in an environment such as high temperature, strong
magnetism, flammable and explosive gas (such as natural gas, biogas, etc.) to avoid
accidents such as abnormal operation of parts or fire.

11.Do not put any part of this product in a dishwasher, microwave oven, disinfection
cabinet or hot water over 60 °C for cleaning or disinfection, and do not use other
equipment to heat it to avoid deformation or damage to the parts.

12.This product has a built-in lithium battery. Please pay attention to the following :
a. Please store and use this product in an environment of 0~40°C;

b. If you will not use it for a long time, please charge it every three months to prevent
the battery damaged;

c. The charging speed may slow down in an environment below 10°C, which is a normal
phenomenon;

d. Please charge in time when the battery is low.

13.When discarding this product and product packaging, please hand it over to a
competent department for recycling. Please cut the power cord short when discarding.
14.Turn off the power switch and disconnect the power before replacing accessories or
touching moving parts.
